ÁYou might need to check with your IT 

department to enable your computer or 

laptop to download files from Go To 

Meetings in order to participate in the 

session.  (Depending on your systemôs 

administrator, this could require advanced 

planning on your part to comply with an 

approval process.) 



An FYI on GTM/GTW Filesé 

ÁSome downloaded files do remain after a 

meeting so that the attendee may join future 

meetings more quickly (without having to 

download all the files again). However, the 

files are inactive, will not consume system 

resources, do not compromise security and 

perform no functions until the attendee joins 

another meeting and the files are engaged 

by a new meeting ID.
