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1.  NASEMSO Input Included in New Communications Guides 

NASEMSO Program Advisor, Kevin McGinnis, participated in the development of two new documents now 

available from the IJIS Institute and the Association of Public-Safety Communications Officials (APCO.) Guide to 

Information Sharing and Data Interoperability for Local Communications Centers, authored by the Public Safety 

Data Interoperability (PSDI) committee, provides managers of public safety communications centers (to include 

Public Safety Answering Points or any agencies that answer emergency calls) with an overview of the issues and

Priority Data Exchanges for Local Communications Centers, is part of a set of deliverables being produced by the 

IJIS Institute/APCO Public Safety Data Interoperability Program (PSDI). The overall program is anticipated to 

encompass multiple projects, and is focused on advancing open, standards-based information sharing to support 

the emergency communications domains ς law enforcement, fire, and EMS ς and related homeland security 

domains. The results of this first project will set the foundation for future projects to create high-value, first 

responder National Information Exchange Model (NIEM) exchanges.  The Priority Data Exchanges document is 

available here. 

 

2.  NTSB Faults Pilot Mismanagement in Air Medical Crash 

According to a report just released by the National Transportation Safety Board, an airplane on a medical mission 

impacted Lake Michigan shortly after departure from General Mitchell International Airport, Milwaukee, Wisconsin 

on June 4, 2007. The two pilots and four passengers were killed, and the airplane was destroyed. The NTSB has

3.  NTSB Sends HEMS Safety Recommendations to FAA 

Following the four day public hearing earlier this year, the National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) recently 

sent a letter to the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) communicating a series of Safety Recommendations 

related to Helicopter EMS (HEMS.)   These recommended actions include improved pilot training; collection and 

analysis of flight, weather, and safety data; development of a low-altitude airspace infrastructure; and the use of 

dual pilots, autopilots, and night vision imaging systems (NVIS). Additional recommendations have been addressed

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4.  NG9-1-1 Procurement Tool Kit Now Available from DOT 

The U.S. Department of Transportation (USDOT) has developed the Next Generation 9-1-1 (NG9-1-1) Procurement 

Tool Kit, a collection of resources to assist in the transition from todaȅΩǎ ф-1-1 systems to NG9-1-1. USDOT 

developed this tool kit in response to recognition by stakeholders from throughout the 9-1-1 community that while 

information about NG9-1-1 systems is widely available, guidance in developing procurement specifications for 

transition services and network equipment is not. The objective of this tool kit is to fill that gap.  The Procurement 

Tool Kit makes it easier to assess the information needed, plan for procurement and implementation, and gauge 

the overall success of various 9-1-1 efforts. It describes the essential steps in planning for NG9-1-1 and outlines the 

resources available. The tool kit provides a self-assessment tool, planning tools, recommended options, and 

methods to identify issues that may confront 9-1-1 authorities interested in implementing Internet Protocol (IP)-

based, 9-1-1 emergency communications systems. In addition, it discusses what changes and procurements are 

possible and provides a path forward for state and local authorities.  Publishing this tool kit represents the 

conclusion of the NG9-1-1 Initiative and the transfer of the program materials and responsibility to the National 

E9-1-1 Implementation Coordination Office (ICO). The ICO is a joint program office of the USDOT National Highway 

Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) and the Department of Commerce, National Telecommunications and 

Information Administration (NTIA).

5.  Former EMS Chief Confirmed as FEMA Assistant Administrator 

The US Senate has confirmed the nomination of Richard Serino, former Chief of Emergency Medical Services and

6.  Secretary Napolitano Announces New Proposed Standards for Private Sector Preparedness 

DHS published a notice in the Federal Register today seeking public comment on three new standards identified 

for adoption under the Voluntary Private Sector Preparedness Accreditation and Certification Program (PS-Prep). 

PS-Prep is a partnership between DHS and the private sector that enables private entitiesτincluding businesses, 

non-profit organizations and universitiesτto receive emergency preparedness certification from a DHS 

accreditation system created in coordination with the private sector. The notice proposes new PS-Prep standards 

to enhance operational resilience, business continuity management, and disaster and emergency management 

among participating private sector partners. In addition to the standards in the notice posted today, DHS is 

establishing classifications and methods of certifications that recognize the unique needs and characteristics of 

small businesses. Individuals wishing to submit comments on the proposed standards, recommend additional 

standards for consideration or comment on other programmatic aspects of PS-Prep may obtain a comment form 

and instructions for submission online at www.regulations.gov, in Docket ID: FEMA-2008-0017. DHS requests 

comments by Nov. 15, though it will accept submissions at any time thereafter. 

 

7.  CDC Releases H1N1 Infection Control Guidance 

CDC has released updated interim guidance on infection control measures to prevent transmission of 2009 H1N1 

influenza in healthcare facilities. The updated guidance applies uniquely to the special circumstances of the current 

2009 H1N1 pandemic and will be updated as necessary as new information becomes available throughout the 

course of this influenza season. It provides general guidance for all healthcare facilities. The updated guidance

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expands on earlier guidance by emphasizing that successfully preventing transmission requires a comprehensive 

approach, beginning with pandemic planning that includes developing written plans that are flexible and adaptable 

should changes occur in the severity of illness or other aspects of 2009 H1N1 and seasonal influenza. Revisions 

from earlier guidance include: criteria for identification of suspected influenza patients; recommended time away 

from work for healthcare personnel; changes to isolation precautions based on tasks and anticipated exposures; 

expansion of information on the hierarchy of controls which ranks preventive interventions in the following order 

of preference: elimination of exposures, engineering controls, administrative controls, and personal protective 

equipment; and changes to guidance on use of respiratory protection. Of particular noteτthe period of exclusion 

for sick employees has been revised from 7 days to 24 hours without a fever (in the absence of antipyretics.)  Click 

here to read άInterim Guidance on Infection Control Measures for 2009 H1N1 Influenza in Healthcare Settings, 

Including Protection of Healthcare Personnel.έ A related Q & A supplement is available here.  The October 14 

teleconference was recorded but is not yet available on the CDC web site. 

 

8.  OSHA to Conduct H1N1 Inspection Visits 

In a memo issued by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration, the agency has announced plans to 

conduct H1N1compliance visits in upcoming months.  In response to complaints, OSHA inspectors will ensure that 

healthcare employers implement a άhierarchy of controlsέ including source control, engineering, and 

administrative measures, encourage vaccination and other work practices recommended by the CDC (see link in 

previous item.) Where respirators are required to be used, the OSHA Respiratory Protection standard must be 

followed, including worker training and fit testing. The OSHA memo states that άwhere respirators are not 

commercially available, an employer will be considered to be in compliance if the employer can show that a good 

faith effort has been made to acquire respirators.έ  In a teleconference conducted in conjunction with the CDC 

yesterday, the agency says it will be looking for written receipts or documentation of backorders related to missing 

equipment and supplies.  Since a shortage of disposable N95 respirators is possible, employers are advised to 

monitor their supply, prioritize their use of disposable N95 respirators according to guidance provided by CDC, and 

to consider the use of elastomeric respirators and facemasks if severe shortages occur.  Read the OSHA Memo 

here.  Additional OSHA references are available at http://www.osha.gov/dsg/topics/pandemicflu/index.html. The 

emergence of H1N1 has created considerable interest about the use of surgical masks and respirators as infection 

control measures. An OSHA compliance directive related to H1N1 Influenza is expected in the next few weeks. 

 

9.  NIOSH Revisits Science Related to Respiratory Protection; Public Invited to Comment 

Given the recent issuance of revised CDC infection control guidance for healthcare personnel that include 

recommendations for use of N-95 respirators, NIOSH has posted a new blog that examines the scientific principles 

behind the design and performance of these devices.

10.  NEMSAC Advocates for Personal Safety of EMS Responders  

In a recent Position Statement, the National EMS Advisory Council (NEMSAC) asserts that the personal safety of 

EMS responders in the United States is paramount in a pandemic flu outbreak.  The Council promotes proper 

handwashing, vaccination of EMS providers for both seasonal and H1N1 influenza, and www.flu.gov as a credible 

source of current information regarding pandemic flu. The position statement is currently being formatted for

12.   Safety Advocates File Petition to Curb Use of Electronic Devices by Truck and Bus Drivers 

Advocates for Highway and Auto Safety (Advocates) today filed a petition with the U.S. Department of 

Transportation to initiate federal rulemaking to prohibit or restrict the use of unsafe electronic devices, for talking, 

texting and other purposes, by operators of commercial motor vehicles, such as tractor trailers, motorcoach buses, 

and large vans.  Nearly 5,000 people are killed and 100,000 more are injured each year in crashes with large trucks. 

Trucks are only 3 percent of registered vehicles, but are involved in 12 percent of all traffic fatalities. Earlier this 

year, the National Safety Council called for a complete ban on cell phones and messaging devices while driving, 

and urged each state and DC to enact such laws.  Advocates for Highway and Auto Safety is an alliance of 

consumer, health, law enforcement and safety groups and insurance companies and agents working together to
