EMS Performance Measures

Performance Measure #1:  By 2010, 90% of the EMS Systems in the states and territories will have the operational capacity to provide emergency care in a catastrophic event.

· 1a:  90% of pre-hospital services will have access to 24/7 on-line medical direction for both adult and pediatric victims at the scene of a catastrophic event for BLS, ILS and ALS providers.

· 1b:  90% of pre-hospital services will have the necessary equipment to respond to and provide EMS services at a conventional type incident

· 1c: 90% of pre-hospital services will have the necessary equipment to respond to and provide EMS services in an incident involving CBRNE

· 1d: 90% of pre-hospital services will have access to the necessary medications to manage a conventional incident 

· 1e: 90% of pre-hospital services will have access to the necessary medications to manage an incident involving CBRNE 

· 1f: 90% of pre-hospital provider services will have access to the necessary supplies to manage a conventional incident.

· 1g: 90% of pre-hospital provider services will have access to the necessary supplies to manage an incident involving CBRNE.

· 1h:  90% of EMS services will have the essential Level C Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE) necessary to maintain operational capabilities in a “cold zone” involving any type of catastrophic event including those involving CBRNE.  All EMS personnel will have N-95 masks at a minimum

· 1i:  90% of states and U.S. territories will have a standardized system for triage and treatment of victims from a catastrophic event including those involving CBRNE. 

· 1j:  90 % of EMS services will have written MOU’s/mutual aid agreements with private, public and/or volunteer EMS services to provide transportation of victims to hospitals or alternate care sites that have the capabilities to meet the emergency care needs of the adult and pediatric patients.

· 1k: 90% of EMS Medical Directors and responders will have received training in the recognition, treatment and management of MCI’s, including those involving CBRNE.  All EMS services will be NIMS compliant.

· 1l: 90% of all EMS services in each state will have completed basic CBRNE and NIMS awareness training

· 1m: 50% of all ALS services in each state will have completed advanced CBRNE training 

Performance Measure #2:  All states and territories will have domestic preparedness and response activities as part of their State/Territory EMS System by 2010.

· 2a:  90% of state and territory offices will have at least one FTE dedicated to Domestic Preparedness and Response activities based in the state/territory office.  

· 2b: 90% of states and territories will have an EMS knowledgeable physician serving as state EMS medical director at a minimum of 0.5 fte. 

· 2c:  90% of states and territories will have EMS representation on the appropriate state/territory terrorism task force committees.

· 2d:  90% of states and territories will have a statewide NEMSIS compliant data collection system monitored by the state/territory EMS office.

· 2e: 90% of EMS systems in states and territories will have medical guidelines in place for the recognition, treatment and transportation of victims involved in an incident involving CBRNE.  The state medical director will approve these guidelines.

· 2f: 90% of all EMS services in each state will participate in a multi-agency CBRNE exercise on an annual basis (i.e. tabletop, functional or full scale exercise).
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
