The National SHSP is envisioned to support the development and implementation of other federal, state and local agency strategic highway safety plans as well as strategic safety planning efforts by academia, private industry and national associations.

We would like to invite you to join the Steering Committee for this effort.  The National SHSP Steering Committee will be comprised of representatives of the owners, operators, and enforcers of our nation’s roads.  The Steering Committee will guide the development of the National SHSP and lead outreach efforts to enlist safety partner organizations to participate as stakeholders in the process.

The first phase of the development the National SHSP will be to develop an outline of the plan.  The Federal Highway Administration and AASHTO are working together to develop the plan outline based on input from the highway safety community. Your attendance at this session is requested: our intent is that at the end of this session, the Steering Committee will sign a Memorandum of Understanding agreeing their organizations will participate in the development process with the intent of adopting the National SHSP in early 2011, and will encourage the other stakeholder organizations to do the same.
